Antonio Lucio Vivaldi, born in Venice in 1678, was a Baroque music
composer and a famous virtuoso violinist. His best-known work is a highly
popular Baroque piece called the Four Seasons, a series of four violin concertos.
Vivaldi was known for composing inventive music which broke away from
traditional music schemes, bringing new excitement to the traditional rhythmic
form of the concerto. Vivaldi was also known for experimenting with harmonic
contrasts and original melodies and themes. In addition, Vivaldi composed
nonacademic music particularly arranged to be enjoyed by a large cross-section of
the population and not exclusively catered to an intellectual minority.

Vivaldi's father, Giovanni Battista, was a barber before becoming a
professional violinist. Battista taught his son how to play violin and,
subsequently, toured Venice playing violin together with his young son. Battista
was also one of the founders of the Sovvegno dei musicisti di Santa Cecilia, a kind
of trade union for musicians and composers.

In September of 1703, Vivaldi became the master of violin at an orphanage
called the Pio Ospedale della Pieta in Venice. The purpose of the orphanage was
to give a home and an education to children who were abandoned, orphaned, or
whose families were not able to support them. The orphanage was financed by the
Republic of Venice. The boys were taught a trade before leaving the orphanage at
age 15, and the girls received a musical education. The most talented girls
remained at the orphanage and became members of Ospedale’s well-regarded
orchestra and choir. Shortly after Vivaldi took the position at the orphanage, the
orphans of Ospedale began gaining international admiration and respect. Vivaldi
composed most of his concertos, cantatas, and sacred music for these orphans.

The game of squash developed from at least five other sports involving
racquets, gloves and balls and has its roots in France in the early 1500s. Religious
institutions in France such as monasteries created a game similar to squash in
which monks used webbed gloves to hit balls against a fishing net draped across
the middle of monastery courtyards. This sport was involved in the development
of the first racquets which were used in both tennis and squash. In the late 15th
century, tennis began to evolve and gain popularity in other European nations.
The next major development in squash took place in England, where the game of
"racquets” developed in a debtors' prison.

Similarly to tennis, the game of racquets involved racquets and soft balls, but
rather than playing over a net as in tennis, players hit a harder ball against walls.
A variation of rackets which also led to the development of squash was called
"fives" and was comparable to handball. Fives was played with one's hand, and
the ball was hit against one or more walls. These games became popular and were
mostly developed in schools. In the 1900s, squash was played in various schools,
clubs and private buildings, but still lacked defined dimensions.

In 1907 the Tennis, Rackets & Fives Association set up a subcommittee in
order to establish standards for squash. The sport began to form soon after,
combining the three sports and called squash for the first time. It was not until
1923 that the Royal Automobile Club hosted a gathering to further coordinate
rules and regulations, and an additional five years went by before the Squash
Rackets Association was formed. The sport soon reached the U.S. and Canada
and, ultimately, the rest of the world. Today, squash is still evolving, appealing to
new players and teams, and expanding to various countries around the globe.

Pygmy is a term used to describe various ethnic groups around the world
whose average height is unusually low. Anthropologists define pygmies as any
group whose adult males grow to an average height of less than 150 centimeters.
The most well known pygmies are the Aka, Efé and Mbuti Pygmies of central
Africa. There are pygmy groups in Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia, the
Philippines, Papua New Guinea, Brazil and Bolivia as well. In addition, the
remains of a minimum of 25 miniature humans who lived between 1,000 and
3,000 years ago were discovered on the islands of Palau in Micronesia.

The term "pygmy™ itself is considered degrading by some. However, there is
no other single term to replace it. For this reason, many so-called pygmies prefer
to be referred to by the name of their different ethnic groups or names for various
interrelated groups instead.

Most pygmy communities are in part hunter-gatherers, living partially but not
solely on the wild products of their surroundings. They trade with neighboring
farmers in order to obtain cultivated foods and other material items. There is no
evidence that pygmies have ever lived independently of their agricultural
neighbors.

In 2003, Sinafasi Makelo, a representative of Mbuti pygmies, reported to the
UN's Indigenous People's Forum that his people were being hunted down and
eaten during the Congo Civil War. Makelo asked the UN Security Council to
acknowledge cannibalism as a crime against humanity and an act of genocide.
According to Minority Rights Group International, there is an abundance of
evidence of mass killings, cannibalism and rape of pygmies, and the International
Criminal Court has been urged to investigate a campaign of extermination against

pygmies.

One of the various interesting sites in Barcelona is the Arc de Triomf, not to be
confused with the one in Paris. This impressive archway structure was built by
architect Josep Vilaseca i Casanovas for the 1888 Universal exhibition to serve as
its main access gate. The arch was constructed from reddish brickwork in the
Moorish Revival style. The front frieze - the wide central section of a
superstructure of moldings and bands which lie horizontally above columns -
contains a stone sculpture which reads "Barcelona welcomes the nations" in
Catalan. The top of the arch is adorned with the Barcelona coat of arms as well as
an image of all other 49 Spanish provinces.

The Arc de Triomf is situated between the Passeig de Lluis Companys
promenade and Passeig de Sant Joan avenue, at the end of a wide promenade
connecting to the Park of the Ciutadella. The Passeig de Lluis Companys
promenade is located in the Ciutat Vella and Eixample districts of Barcelona and
can be seen as an extension of Passeig de Sant Joan avenue. It was named after
President Lluis Companys, who was Killed in 1940. Passeig de Sant Joan is a
major avenue in the Eixample and Gréacia districts of Barcelona, named after an
older street by the same name built in 1795 around the glacis, an artificial slope of
earth utilized in late European fortresses, of the Ciutadella fortress.

Another major attraction in Barcelona is the Montjuic, a broad shallow hill
with a moderately flat top. The Montjuic is located to the southeast of the city
center. The eastern side of the hill is nearly a cliff, affording it a superior view of
the city's harbor. At a height of 173 meters, the top of the hill was the site of
several fortifications, the latest of which, the Castell de Montjuic, still stands
today.
