The Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum, often referred to as "The Guggenheim™
is a modern and contemporary international art museum in New York City.
Permanent exhibitions include a large collection of Impressionist, Post-
Impressionist, early Modern, and contemporary art. In addition, the museum
features special exhibitions throughout the year.

The original Guggenheim museum opened in 1939 at a different location from
its current one, also in New York City. Over time, the number of purchased works
of art had grown, and a bigger building was needed to display them. In 1959, the
Guggenheim moved to its current location on Fifth Avenue. The new building was
designed by famed architect Frank Lloyd Wright. It took Wright 15 years to design
the building, and he died a few months before it opened. Despite criticism of the
building's unusual shape, the Guggenheim is considered one of the most important
architectural achievements of the 20th century. It has become a cultural icon and is
widely portrayed in movies and on magazine covers.

Since its completion in 1959, the Guggenheim has undergone several
renovations. In 1992, the interior of the building was renovated and a tower was
added to it. Between 2005 and 2008 the museum underwent another extensive
renovation which focused on the building's exterior as well as its infrastructure.

Voluntary poverty, also referred to as "simple living," is a way of life which is
characterized by consuming the bare minimum necessary to survive. Voluntary
poverty differs from forced poverty. As its name indicates, it is a voluntary
lifestyle choice, whereas forced poverty is a given situation that individuals do not
consciously choose.

People who choose the path of voluntary poverty do so for various personal and
socio-political reasons. Some of the personal reasons are health improvement,
stress reduction and a desire to spend more quality time with family and friends.
Socio-political reasons include environmentalism, anti-consumerism, spirituality,
conservation and social justice.

Some people practice voluntary poverty because it enables them to sell less of
their time for money. Working less means they earn less, so in order to be able to
survive on low wages, practitioners consume fewer purchased goods and services.
However, working less also means that simple living practitioners have a lot of free
time. This time can be spent with family and friends, helping others or improving
their quality of life. For example, many practitioners engage in creative or stress
relieving activities, such as art and crafts and meditation.

Many practitioners of voluntary poverty also adopt a simplified diet and
become vegans. A simplified diet is one which simplifies the production and
consumption of food and emphasizes growing or preparing one's own food rather
than purchasing foods which are often over processed and unhealthy as well as
expensive.

Mata Hari was the stage name of the famous Dutch dancer and spy Margaretha
Geertruida Zelle. Born to wealthy parents in Leeuwarden, Netherlands in 1876,
Hari enjoyed an idyllic childhood and attended the best schools. Things changed
drastically, however, when Hari was 13 years old. Her father went bankrupt, her
parents divorced, and soon after, her mother died. Hari went to live with her
godfather and, some time later, with her uncle.

At age 18, Hari married Rudolf John MacLeod, a Dutch Colonial Army officer
twenty years her senior, whom she met through a newspaper ad. The couple
moved to Indonesia, which was then a Dutch colony. Although MacLeod and
Hari had two children, their marriage was not a successful one. Hari left
MacLeod for another man, and while she returned to him for a short while, they
finally separated in 1902 and later divorced.

To escape her domestic problems, Hari dedicated much of her time in
Indonesia to exploring the local traditions and culture. She joined a local dance
company and chose the stage name Mata Hari, an Indonesian term which literally
means "the eye of the day" and refers to the sun.

In 1902, Hari returned to the Netherlands. The following year she moved to
Paris, where she became famous as an exotic Oriental dancer. Hari's oriental
dance skills, along with her beauty and liberal attitude about nudity and sexuality,
made her extremely popular. She became the mistress of several rich, powerful
men, including high-ranking military officers, politicians, and even the German
crown prince.

During World War I, Hari became involved in espionage. It is unclear how
much of the information tying her to espionage is true and how much of it is
fiction. Hari was accustomed to telling lies about her personal history, origin and
life, and she believed that claiming to be an intelligence agent working for the
French would help elevate her declining reputation. Unfortunately for Hari, the
French believed she was spying for the Germans and arrested her. She was found
guilty and sentenced to death. In 1917, she was executed.
